A Communist Utopia in China:
Fact or Fiction?
The Promise of Communism:

The followers of Marx and the followers of Mao shared faith in a common promise.  They believed that once the communist revolution took place--once the workers rose up and defeated the wealthy people who oppress them--the country would transform itself into a utopia.  People would cease to suffer when they were paid equally.  People would cease to argue and disagree when everyone (both men and women) were treated equally.  There would be no crime so long as the government took care of all of the country’s businesses.

Unfortunately, the Chinese still faced many challenges to this utopian ideal.  The most pressing of these challenges was trying to find a way to feed China’s enormous population.  China’s population was growing very quickly in the 1950s.  The government-owned farms could not produce enough food to feed the growing population.  At the same time, China wanted help from Russia building weapons and factories, but Russia demanded food from China in exchange for that help.  For all of these reasons, it became increasingly important for China to produce more food.

The Great Leap Forward:
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Mao’s answer to this problem was the “Great Leap Forward.”  He organized huge government owned  farms, and he put together units of farmers that were organized like the military.  They went to work on the farms in uniforms.  They marched in time, and they sang military song while they worked.  They used the slogan “more, faster, better, cheaper” to try and increase their food production.  The Great Leap Forward did produce more grain, but the government sent so much of it to Russia that people in China still starved.  Because of the Great Leap Forward, the army became stronger and better organized, and farms expanded, but thousands of people starved.  Most of the grain went to urban areas so people in rural parts of China suffered.  The average age of someone whoe died in the famine after the Great Leap Forward was ten years old.  The victims were children.

The Cultural Revolution:

After the famine, the Communist government had a new problem: it looked like t  heir revolution had failed.  People were still starving.  People were still unequal.  To solve this problem, Mao organized the “Cultural Revolution.”  He put together armies of young students called the Red Guards, whose job it was to destroy all memories of China’s past.  Mao thought that if he could get people exited about the revolution again, China’s problems would go away.  He was worried that people might become enchanted with the idea of the old dynasties and wish for an emperor again.  The Red Guards destroyed old temples and works of art.  They attacked parents and teachers who seemed unhappy with the government.  Thousands were murdered, and hundreds of others committed suicide.  Because of the Cultural Revolution, families were torn apart; thousands died; and important documents from China’s past were lost.
