By the late 1980s, many college students were extremely upset with Deng Xiaoping.  He still refused to transform China into a democracy.  People still could not vote or openly criticize the government at all.  In April of 1989, students gathered in Tiananmen Square to protest together.  Tiananmen Square is located in the center of Beijing (China's capital), near the palace of the ancient Chinese Emperors.  Why do you think the students chose to protest here, in this square, and not somewhere else in China?


Thousands of students soon joined the protests.  They demanded to speak with the head of the Chinese government.  Soon, students began going on hunger strikes, and eventually the government agreed to meet with the students.  However, the government refused to consider the demands of the students.  When the protesters did not give up and remained in the square, the government began to worry more seriously about the students.  It declared martial law; the police and army were now in charge of maintaining order at any price.  When a government declares martial law, it can use violence against its own citizens in order to get them to comply with the government’s orders.  

As the government threatened violence against the protesters, other people in China began to grow angry.  In response, even more students began arriving at Tiananmen Square and staged a "sit-in."  They refused to leave until the government acknowledged their demands.  The government instead moved tanks and soldiers into the square, and they opened fire on the crowd.  The army was told to "clear the square at all costs."  Anyone who refused to move was shot.  By the end of the massacre, thousands had been killed by the Chinese military.

Below is a famous photograph taken during the Tiananmen Square Massacre.  In it, one student has refused to get out of the way of a tank.  Seeing his determination, the driver of the tank stopped the vehicle in front of him.  The tank turns and tries to move around the man.  The man moves so that he is again in front of the tank.  The tank stops again and tries a third time to move around the protester.  Again, the man moves and stands directly in the path of the tank.  The man was shot shortly after the photograph was taken.

The Tiananmen Square Massacre took on a symbolic significance for the rest of the world.  Despite the many economic innovations of Deng Xiaoping, China’s was not budging when it came to the rights of its people.  Tiananmen Square has come to symbolize two different ideas.  It paints one clear image of the Chinese government, but it also creates--in the image of the student who stands in front of the tank--an inspiring image of hope, determination, and sacrifice
