You may choose from the list below or get the museum director, Mr. Young, to approve something different that you may have in mind.

DO NOT SPEND A LOT OF MONEY ON MATERIALS, BE CREATIVE……LESS THAN $15 is Ideal.
 3-D Object ​-50 points  
Create a 3-D object representing your Favorite concept or idea we studied this year using any means or materials you wish. Examples of the object could include but is not limited to places of worship (church, mosque, temple), famous landmarks (Wailing Wall, Taj-Mahal, Great Wall of China, Terra Cotta Warriors), Vietnam War scenes, WWII as it relates to japan. You must turn in a copy of a picture of the actual object. This will count as your source. ( keep in Mind – I can only accept no more than 4 of any one item,  other than an African mask. Example

4 torii gates, 4 models of the Great Wall of China, etc… Thank you. So let me know asap what you want to do??

Africa Mask​-50 points  
Create a 3-D African Mask using any materials you want. Use the internet to find an African Mask and use this as your model. Must turn in a copy of the actual mask you copied from. This will count as your source. 

Original Rap or Song Performance-50 points  
Write and perform an original rap or song that tells a story about your country’s history, people, and or current events.  You may play an instrument of your own or use recorded background music.  Lyrics must be approved before song is performed.
Art Piece-50 points  
Create a painting or drawing worthy of being hung in the Hyde Museum of Art.  This may be an original piece or a reproduction of someone else’s masterpiece. This piece should represent the culture of their country. 
Video Project-50 points- (Two person max. may work together and present together, but each must have own paper.)(THIS IS FOR THE VIDEO PORTION ONLY
Create a “Discovery or Travel Channel” type video documentary that educates the viewers on the culture of your country.  The style may vary from “Round Table Discussion, Talk Show Interviews, Travel Adventure…” scripts and costumes are a MUST!!!  
(Video must be presented to teacher for pre-screening by teacher prior to viewing by the class. As Time will allow)

ALL projects MUST have prior consent of parents and teacher prior to starting the project
